VD (4,1a) 1 Smith’s Orean Top Gun, 9 year old s/w. Well balanced throughout, clean skull, 

well set ears, harsh coat, good bone. BVD; 2 Sangster’s Drumcauchlie Two Tone, 9 year old 

with a dense black coat, good tailset, flat skull, moved with drive, reluctant to show his ears; 

3 Holmes & Chadwick’s Oakcroft The Charmer at Dendor. MPD (3) 1 Isdale’s Viewdale 

Cuddly Dudley, s/w 6 months, good bone, well set ears, almond shaped eye, round muzzle, 

moved OK; 2 Brodie & Raithel’s Shanaburn Shooting Star, s/w 6 months, good reach of 

neck, well set ears, level topline, straight front, nice in outline. Needs time to grow; 3 

Hepburn’s Shellamoyed Ice Wizard. PD (2) 1 Goodwin’s Highbrook He’s Got Style, s/w 

quality youngster, typical breed style, good depth of body, good tailset, level topline, moved 

well, promising puppy. BPD;  2 Gartland’s Arcot Indecision, s/w 10 months, round muzzle, 

flat skull, good earset, well placed shoulder, moved well, nicely presented. JD (5) 1 Forbes’ 

Mister Jack de L’ile des Bergers, 13 month b/m, well broken blue, clean in outline with good 

proportions, nice ear & eyeset, moved with drive; 2 A Indecision; 3 Redpath’s Aardan Hail 

Caledonia. ND (2) 1 V Cuddly Duddly; 2 S Shooting Star. GD (3) 1 Hepburn’s Shellamoyed 

Simply The Best, s/w, good proportions & balanced outline, nice ear placement, correct 

tailset, moved well; 2 Sangster’s Amethrickeh Storm Wizard, nicely broken b/m, shapely 

balanced with good reach of neck, well placed ears, nice expression, moved well; 3 Dixon’s 

Tachnamadra Toffee Apple. PGD (5) 1 Mottram’s Midday Sun at Lochkaren, s/w, appealing 

head, round muzzle, almond shaped eye, nice set ear placement, good length of body to size, 

nice layback of shoulder, well presented & moved well; 2 Tinker’s Hillhenry Winter Storm 

over Riggsbeck, well broken b/m, although up to size, possesses many of the qualities of the 

breed, flat skull, nice earset, well used, excellent bone, long tail, moved well, responded to 

handler; 3 Hill’s Tegens Astrakan at Molson. LD (10) 1 Sonvico’s Willowgarth Bailey’s 

Gold, s/w, well balanced throughout, pleasing head, rounded muzzle, good ear placement, 

correct dentition, good layback of shoulder, moved with drive, masculine dog, but with the 

sweetest expression. RCC; 2 Gatheral’s Herds Humphrey, good angles front & rear, typical in 

outline, flat skull, almond shaped eye, good layback of shoulder, straight front, harsh coat, 

well presented, responded to handler; 3 Purdie’s Rengala Taken By Storm. OD (4) 1 

Goodwin’s Ch Highbrook Hot Heir, such a charmer on the day, just seemed to sparkle, with 

the sweetest expression essential for the breed. Loved his head, with almond shaped eye, 

round muzzle, good ear placement well used, good length of body with good tailset, very well 

presented, a credit to his owner. Very sound on the move. CC; 2 Saunders Chalmoor Shades 

Of Gold at Fernfrey, well balanced outline, good reach of neck, flat skull, nice earset, good 

layback of shoulder, moved well; 3 Gartland’s Arcot Time To Remember. 

VB (2) 1 Nixon’s Ch Japaro Designed In Dreams, I have admired this girl for some time, she 

has the sweetest expression & well balanced throughout & a credit to her owner, very sound 

on the move. BVB & BV; 2 Hill’s Ch Molson Moet Chandon, another veteran with charisma. 

Very stylish, in good condition, good bone, straight front, moved with ease. MPB (6,1) 1 

Stafford’s Queen O’ The North, this puppy has had a super puppy career, she is so sweet, 

ideal size, with superb qualities, round muzzle, good earset, with ears tipping forward. She 

never put a foot wrong. BPB, BP & BPIS. Well done; 2 Forbes’ Wellneuk Dancing Flame, 

another quality puppy with many qualities, good size, straight front, good shoulder, good 

length of body, long tail, moved with drive. Well presented; 3 Moir & Ritchie’s Murieston 

Make A Wish. PB (4) 1 Fisher’s Shellamoyed Heavenly Charm, quality tri, again with many 



qualities, ideal size, good markings, nice eye, well set ears, jet black coat, well presented, 

moved well; 2 Hateley’s Mohnesee Petticoat Lace, s/w with sweet expression, nice for size, 

good bone, good shoulder, almond shaped eye, good reach of neck, long tail, moved well, 

well presented; 3 M Make A Wish. JB (2) 1 M Petticoat Lace; 2 Glover-Guest’s Doonelodge 

Demora, s/w, good for size, flat skull, straight front, round muzzle, almond shaped eye, 

responded to handler. NB (7,1) 1 M Petticoat Lace; 2 Allen’s Murieston Lady Who Lunches, 

s/w, stood foursquare, level topline, good bone, straight front, well angulated, responded to 

handler; 3 M Make A Wish. GB (4) 1 Fisher’s Shellamoyed Babycham, s/w, another young 

lady I have admired from the ringside, did not disappointment me, going over her. Melting 

expression, ears slightly wide set, good for size, super balance throughout, moved with drive, 

liked her a lot; 2 Nixon’s Japaro Touch The Stars, s/w, good angulation, super reach of neck, 

she commands attention, round muzzle, using her well set ears well, good bone, moving 

freely round the ring; 3 Elder’s Ellenyorn Echo Falls. PGB (4) 1 Stockden’s Gentle Breeze, 

s/w. Well angulated, overall picture nice in outline, rounded muzzle, nice earset, almond eye, 

giving a melting expression, equal length of body height. Nice bone, well presented, moved 

well; 2 Wyper’s Murieston Classic Design, what a showgirl, just loves to show off, she has a 

melting expression, good straight front, good layback of shoulder, balanced skull with good 

muzzle, nice ear placement. Correct shape, dark eye, long tail, moved well & responded well 

to handler; 3 Latimer’s Sonymer Liquid Gold. LB (8) 1 Fisher’s Shellamoyed My Blue 

Heaven, b/m, good proportions & balance throughout. Well broken colour, good reach of 

neck, flat skull, ears on top, good bone, good tailset, harsh coat, moved well. RCC; 2 

Clegram & Berry’s Smiddyshaw I’ll Be There For You, s/w, lovely feminine bitch with 

charisma, nice in outline, correct length of body to size. Impressive head, flat skull, good eye, 

very well presented, moved with drive; 3 Thomas’ Myter Guilty Pleasure. OB (5,1) 1 

Sonymer Summers Dream, s/w, she caught my eye on entering the ring, balanced proportions 

front & rear, feminine with sweetest expression, head refined with ears tipping forward, good 

reach of neck, well angulated, round bone, immaculately presented, with profuse coat. CC, 

her third, & BOB, well done, also shortlisted for BIS; 2 Thomas’ Ch Myter Eye To Eye, tri. I 

thought her jet black coat was gleaming & sparkled, although 7 years old looked so fresh, 

sweet expression, with good angulation with length of carriage, good bone, straight front, 

never put a foot wrong, moved freely, a credit to her owner; 3 Scott’s Ch Degallo For Real. 
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
