Good head, well bodied
and once settled moved well, plenty of time on his side.

J (2) 1 Saunders’ Galateus Bohemia Classic at Torriglen NAF TAF (imp CZE)- 16mths, nice
expression, well pigmented, good earset, well bodied with enough bone, good length of tail,
moved well. 2 Proctor’s Cuilshelties Lochan Torr BM. 16mths pleasing head with good
muzzle skull ratio, enough body for age but presently at the rangey stage, good length of tail
and once settled moved well.

5yrs SS. well
chiseled head with level planes, good ears used well, nice reach of neck and well bodied and
angulated front and rear, in good coat and moved well.

Vet (1) 1 Wilkie’s Avonbank Designed in Gold. 12 year Sable, good wedge head, dark almond
eye giving sweet expression, medium ears used well, correct angulation front and rear good
body shape, short hocks, moved round the ring with ease, in full coat RBD

BITCHES MP (1) 1 Ewing & Macfarlane’s Sommerville Mythical Lass. 8mth well broken BM,
pretty wedge head with flat skull, good muzzle skull ratio, almond eye giving sweet
expression, ears used well, nice reach of neck flowing into well angulated front, enough
bone and body for age with good length of tail, once settled moved well. Will watch her
show career with interest BBP & BPIS

P (2,1) Thomson’s Lochdee Galloway Gold. 10mths, nice eye and expression, good earset,
enough angulation front and rear, well balanced and bodied for age, once settled moved
well. Nice future prospect.

J (4,1) 1 Forbes Degallo a Parting Gift. 13mths pleasing sable youngster, good head with flat
skull, dark almond eye giving sweet expression, good reach of neck well angulated front and
rear, enough body for age, in good coat and once settled moved well. Tad rangey at present.
2 Hepburn’s Letterlkhills River Lass, 16mths, sable, balanced head with good dark eye,
enough bone and body for age in good coat, just a tad unsettled today on the move.



13 mths S/W well chiseled head with flat skull, correct
parallels, good muzzle skull ratio, dark almond eye giving sweet expression, medium ears
used well, good reach of neck, well angulated front and rear, well bodied and short hocks,
good balance which showed in her fluid movement.

N (4) 1 Elder Ellenyore Electra — as previous 2 Thomson’s Lochdee Miss Marlie 2yrs,-
pleasing head with dark eye and medium ears well set, well bodied with enough angulation
front and rear, moved well.

G (3,1) 1 Whyte's Shellamoyed Black Lace. 6yrs B/T, dark almond eye well pigmented,
medium ears used well, enough angulation front and rear, well bodied and good bone,
moved well. 2 Shaw’s Bramblecroft Reeba at Bluequarry. 4yrs SS, Good head, enough
angulation front and rear, well boned and bodied, heavily coated, moved well.

3yrs S/W, nicely chiseled head with
flat skull and good parallels, dark almond eye medium ears well set and used well, nice
construction front and rear, well boned and moved well.

Well pigmented medium
ears used well correct angulation front and rear in good coat moved well.
